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LEAVING A LEGACY
A legacy is the perfect way of making a statement about the values you held during your lifetime. That's why animal lovers choose to remember Petplan Charitable Trust.
  
Making a will is easier than most people think. It isn't complicated or expensive. 

The best way to make a will is to use a solicitor to ensure your exact wishes will be followed. There are three types of gifts usually left to charity in your will: Residuary, Pecuniary and Specific – below is suggested wording for each type. 

  

Residuary – a share of your estate 
“I give free of tax to Petplan Charitable Trust,, Registered Charity Number 1032907, [xx%] of the residue of my estate for the general purposes of Petplan Charitable Trust and declare that the receipt of their Treasurer or other proper officer shall be full and sufficient discharge to my executors.” 
  

Pecuniary – a fixed sum of money 
“I give free of tax to Petplan Charitable Trust,, Registered Charity Number 1032907, the sum of [x,xxx] pounds for the general purposes of Petplan Charitable Trust and declare that the receipt of their Treasurer or other proper officer shall be full and sufficient discharge to my executors.” 
  

Specific – property or a valuable item that can be sold 
“I give free of tax to Petplan Charitable Trust,, Registered Charity Number 1032907, my [house/car/painting/jewellery etc] and the proceeds used for the general purposes of Petplan Charitable Trust and declare that the receipt of their Treasurer or other proper officer shall be full and sufficient discharge to my executors.” 

IF YOU HAVE ALREADY MADE YOUR WILL

If you would like to add a legacy to Petplan Charitable Trust in your Will, a codicil is a good, inexpensive way to do it.  You will need to ask your solicitor to draw up a codicil for you, and you will need two independent witnesses to be present and sign when you sign.  The following is suggested wording that might be used.
Codicil
I (name) of (address) declare this to be a codicil to my last Will dated (date).  I give (details of legacy) to Petplan charitable Trust, Registered Charity Number 1032907, for its general purposes and declare that the receipt of their Treasurer or other proper officer shall be full and sufficient discharge to my executors.  In all other respects I confirm my Will.

 Avoid making the gift conditional 
It is most helpful for us if your gift can be used for the general purposes of Petplan Charitable Trust. If there is a specific area you want our work to cover then it is best if it is described in the broadest of terms. 

  

Getting our name right 
To avoid the risk of gift being disputed and being declared invalid, please ensure you use our full name Petplan Charitable Trust and our registered charity number 1032907.
